Synaxarion of the Feast

On June 29, in the Holy Orthodox Church, we commemorate the holy,
glorious, all-laudable and foremost of the Apostles, Peter and Paul.
Verses
Peter, who preached the Cross, died by crucifixion;
And Paul, who cut down error, died by the cutting of sword.
On the twenty-ninth Peter and Paul passed on to the Heavenly Kingdom.

Together, they are the patrons and protectors of the Patriarchate of Antioch.
Peter was the son of Jonah and the brother of Andrew, the First-called. He was of
the Tribe of Simeon from the town of Bethsaida. He was a fisherman and, at first,
was called Simon but the Lord was pleased to call him Cephas or Peter, which by



interpretation is a rock. He was the first of the disciples to clearly express faith in
the Lord Jesus in the book of Matthew saying: “You are the Christ, the Son of the
living God.” His love for the Lord was great and his faith in the Lord gradually
strengthened. When the Lord was brought to trial, Peter denied Him three times
but after only one glance into the face of the Lord, Peter’s soul was filled with
shame and repentance. After the descent of the Holy Spirit, Peter became a
fearless and powerful preacher of the Gospel. Peter worked many powerful
miracles; he healed the sick, resurrected the dead; the sick were healed even from
his shadow. By order of the evil Emperor Nero, Peter was condemned to death in
64 A.D. Installing Linus as Bishop of Rome, counseling and comforting the flock
of Christ, Peter proceeded joyfully to his death. Seeing the cross before him, he
begged his executioners to crucify him upside down for he considered himself
unworthy to die as did his Lord. Thus the great servant of the Great Lord reposed
and received the wreath of eternal glory.

Paul was born in Tarsus of the tribe of Benjamin. At first, he was called
Saul, and was a learned Pharisee and persecutor of Christianity. He was
miraculously converted to the Christian Faith by the Lord Himself Who appeared
to him on the road to Damascus as told in the Book of Acts: “Suddenly, a light
from heaven flashed about him. And Saul fell to the ground and heard a voice
saying to him, “Saul, Saul, why do you persecute Me?” And he said, “Who are
You, Lord?” And He said, “I am Jesus, the One Whom you are persecuting.” Saul
was blinded, but then regained his sight when he was baptized by the Apostle
Ananias. After his baptism he was called Paul and numbered in the service of the
great apostles. With a fiery zeal, Paul preached the Gospel everywhere from the
borders of Arabia to Spain, among the Jews and among the Gentiles. As horrible
as his sufferings were, so much more was his super human patience. Throughout
all the years of his day to day preaching, Paul hung as one on a weak thread
between life and death. Since he fulfilled all days and nights with labor and
suffering for Christ, since he organized the Church in many places and since he
attained such a degree of perfection he was able to say: “It is now no longer I that
live, but Christ lives in me.” Paul was beheaded in Rome at the same time as the
Apostle Peter during the reign of Emperor Nero.

By the intercessions of Your Apostles Peter and Paul, O Christ God, have
mercy on us. Amen.

Canon — Akathist Theotokos: Tone 4

Katavsiae Odes 1-8

He appeared to Mary, to the two disciples as
they walked, to the eleven who sat at meal, He sent them to baptize and then
ascended into heaven from whence He had come, and He confirmed their preaching
with signs following.

I sing of the leaders of the apostles, Peter and Paul: They are lights of the universe
and heralds of the faith, trumpets sounding with truth and preachers of belief,
pillars of the Church and destroyers of error.

Blessed Lady, Virgin Mother of God, great and most glorious is the mystery
revealed in you! It was foretold by the prophets and taught by apostles, confessed
by martyrs, praised by angels, and worshipped by mankind!

The Epistle Reading — 2 Corinthians 11:21-12:9
Brethren, to our shame I say that we were too weak for that! But in whatever anyone is
bold—I speak foolishly—I am bold also. Are they Hebrews? So am I. Are they
Israelites? So am I. Are they the seed of Abraham? So am I. Are they ministers of
Christ?—I speak as a fool—I am more: in labors more abundant, in stripes above
measure, in prisons more frequently, in deaths often. From the Jews five times I
received forty stripes minus one. Three times I was beaten with rods; once I was stoned;
three times I was shipwrecked; a night and a day I have been in the deep; in journeys
often, in perils of waters, in perils of robbers, in perils of my own countrymen, in perils
of the Gentiles, in perils in the city, in perils in the wilderness, in perils in the sea, in
perils among false brethren; in weariness and toil, in sleeplessness often, in hunger and
thirst, in fastings often, in cold and nakedness—besides the other things, what comes
upon me daily: my deep concern for all the churches. Who is weak, and [ am not weak?
Who is made to stumble, and I do not burn with indignation? If I must boast, I will boast



in the things which concern my infirmity. The God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ,
Who is blessed forever, knows that I am not lying. In Damascus the governor, under
Aretas the king, was guarding the city of the Damascenes with a garrison, desiring to
arrest me; but [ was let down in a basket through a window in the wall, and escaped
from his hands. It is doubtless not profitable for me to boast. I will come to visions and
revelations of the Lord: I know a man in Christ who fourteen years ago—whether in the
body I do not know, or whether out of the body I do not know, God knows—such a one
was caught up to the third heaven. And I know such a man—whether in the body or out
of the body I do not know, God knows— how he was caught up into Paradise and heard
inexpressible words, which it is not lawful for a man to utter. Of such a one I will boast;
yet of myself I will not boast, except in my infirmities. For though I might desire to
boast, I will not be a fool; for I will speak the truth. But I refrain, lest anyone should
think of me above what he sees me to be or hears from me. And lest I should be exalted
above measure by the abundance of the revelations, a thorn in the flesh was given to
me, a messenger of Satan to buffet me, lest I be exalted above measure. Concerning this
thing I pleaded with the Lord three times that it might depart from me. And He said to
me, “My grace is sufficient for you, for My strength is made perfect in weakness.”
Therefore most gladly I will rather boast in my infirmities, that the power of Christ may
rest upon me.
