After 46 years of persecution under communism, the Church in Albania was
nearly destroyed. Only 15 Orthodox clergy remained and nearly all Churches
were in ruins or had been re-purposed. In 1991 a remarkable “resurrection” of
the Church began under the leadership of Archbishop Anastasios. Nathan
Hoppe and his family have been a vital part of this work for 24 years. Come,

Gabriela, a native of Albania, is a graduate of
the Resurrection of Christ Theological Academy and the University of Tirana; she also
holds a master's degree in Children's and Family Ministry from Bethel Seminary. Gabriela
is not able to join Nathan in Alaska for this trip. The Hoppes have three children. Nathan
also serves on the steering committee of the Lausanne-Orthodox initiative (LOI), is a
member of the Advisory Council for World Vision Albania, and is on the board of the Inter-
Confessional Bible Society.
